·After a struggle, Conservation Commission gives 
grant to use:

¹ Fluridone (Sonar Ê) ïwhole lake treatment

¹ Hand-Pulling ïfollow up

¹Triclopyr (Renovate On Target FlakeÊ) ïspot treatment as 
necessary later.

·120 day Fluridone treatment ïsuccessful, but:

·6000 plantôs hand-pulled in the cold after treatment 
(a milfoil -control first)  $2500
