Dear Friends and Neighbors, 
 
     We have experienced a glorious end to summer.  Despite 
the terrible milfoil infestation, I did enjoy seeing the wildlife 
and some lovely sunsets on the pond.  Alas, my enjoyment 
would have been greater had I not been so worried about the 
pond’s current condition.  
     My husband, Ted, and my daughter, Alexandra, har-
vested enough milfoil to make a path for the pontoon boat to 
venture out into the areas less choked with weeds.  They 
used a cutter, and then gathered the floating fragments for 
disposal.  This effort kept our path clear for about three 
weeks.  
     Dudley Pond’s milfoil infestation is serious. We, the 
watershed residents and members of the Dudley Pond Asso-
ciation, need to make our voices heard by the various town 
boards.  The DPA Board and DPA members Mike Lowery, 
Jack Peters, and Karen Fahrner have been working with the 
Surface Water Quality Committee (SWQC) this summer to 
develop a budget and plan of action for 2008 and 2009.  At 
this point, our options are either herbicide treatment or me-
chanical harvesting.  Either method will require supporting 
options.  These options will vary, but will most likely in-
clude methods such as minimization of incoming nutrients, 
evaluation, monitoring, education, and hand pulling/cutting. 
     On September 24th at the Board of Selectman (BOS) 
meeting, Fred Turkington, our Town Administrator, spoke 
up about our dire situation and the need for open communi-
cation about the issues among the various town boards.  The 
BOS agreed to organize a joint meeting for representatives 
from the BOS, Conservation Commission, Board of Health, 
Finance Committee, SWQC, and DPA to develop a plan for 
submittal in the budgeting process for Fiscal Year 2009.  It 
is an important development that the Town of Wayland is 
showing unprecedented support for our cause. (see shaded 
box) 
     The SWQC will be attending the DPA Fall Membership 
Meeting and Spaghetti Dinner.  We will be discussing our 
weed management options for 2008 and 2009 and need your 
input. We will also be presenting a proposed DPA budget 
for 2008.  
     This is not a time to sit idly by and wait for your 
neighbors to fix the problem. Please plan on attending!

Dudley pond Board 2007-2008 
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Town Administrator Fred Turkington has 
convened a meeting with representatives 
of the DPA, Conservation, Board of 
Health, Selectmen, Surface Water Quality 
Committee, Finance Committee and 
other Town boards, to develop a plan 
that addresses various issues affecting the 
Pond, including long-term management of 
the milfoil problem and dealing with leak-
ing septic systems and surface runoff. The 
goal is to assure that a comprehensive 
and non-conflicting approach to pond 
management issues is developed and that 
any resources spent to address any spe-
cific problems are coordinated and are 
not at cross-purposes. Representatives of 
all these groups have been appointed  to 
attend (Bob Smith will represent the 
DPA), but the meeting is also open to the 
public. Everyone is encouraged to attend, 
7 p.m. November 1st, Senior center.

Background 
     Based on instructions from the Wayland Conservation Commission, the Wayland Surface 
Water Quality Committee (WSWQC) and the Dudley Pond Association are attempting to find a 
non-chemical way to manage the milfoil that has infested Dudley Pond. One of the methods being 
tested is pond circulators, which have shown positive results in other locations. 
     Three pond circulators were purchased with grant money from the Community Preservation 
Act.  They began operation in Dudley Pond in late May 2007. The manufacturers of pond circula-
tors state that it will take approximately 18 months to see results. 
Questions and Answers 
Q. How are the circulators being evaluated? 
A. The circulators will be evaluated based upon the following criteria:  

1.water clarity 
2. water quality such as the dissolved oxygen and other parameters;  
3. weed nutrient analysis; 
4. biomass (density of weeds) estimation; and 
5. visual evaluation using underwater videos. 

Q What do the results show so far? 
A. Because of a delay in the installation and start up of the circulators, as of August 15 two data 
sets have been completed. Although the manufacturer of the circulators has stated that he sees 
signs of distress in the weeds in the experimental area, WSWQC members have not seen major 
effects of the circulators on the weeds. There may be subtle changes in the data that has been 
gathered, but it is too early to understand these changes.     
Q. What are the plans for the circulators during the winter of ’07 – ’08?  
A.  The circulator manufacturer, Eco-Guide, strongly recommends that the circulators continue to 
be operated throughout the winter because wintertime operation further stresses the weeds by 
circulating the cold water. WSWQC is weighing the recommendation of Eco-Guide against the 
potential safety problems associated with thin ice around operating circulators in the winter. They 
will meet with DPA and make a recommendation regarding this issue by the end of November. 
Guidance regarding this issue is being sought from a number of sources. Circulators are operated 
year around at a number of locations in the U.S. and Canada without significant safety issues. 
Q. When will we be able to make an informed decision on the effectiveness of circulators? 
A. WSWQC does not expect to be able to make an informed decision regarding the effectiveness 
of the circulators before the fall of 2008.   
Q. What is the plan if results of the circulator tests are positive? 
A. WSWQC is not expecting black and white results. If we are very lucky we may see some posi-
tive results in one area of Dudley Pond. Should we see positive results, WSWQC will get esti-
mates of how many circulators would be needed to manage the milfoil in all of Dudley Pond. 
Based on the proposals received from circulator vendors, WSWQC will engage in discussions 
with the DPA to address any outstanding issues. Assuming agreement between WSWQC and 
DPA, a grant proposal will be prepared and submitted to the Community Preservation Commis-
sion to provide the capital cost of additional circulators.  An operating cost estimate will also be 
prepared and incorporated into the appropriate budgets. Under ideal conditions this plan would 
result in the additional circulators being installed in Dudley Pond during the spring of 2009

Dudley Pond Circulator Update 
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Project Origins:   To give the SunGo Circula-
tors a head start the DPA agreed to assist the 
Surface Water Quality Committee  by con-
tracting for mechanical weed harvesting 
around their circulators in 2007.  DPA ob-
tained a three-year Order of Conditions from 
the Conservation Commission to do the har-
vesting . 
     DPA planned originally to just harvest 10 
acres around the circulators.  Under the direc-
tion of Mike Lowery, we used our contracted 
five days of harvesting to also clear most of 
the Mansion Beach arm and the central por-
tions of the Pond. 
With money left in the grant, the DPA board 
realized that the rest of the pond was suffering 
– but harvesting time was spoken for long in 
advance. When Lowery learned that SWQC’s 
planned harvesting at Heard Pond had been 
delayed, he and the DPA board swiftly con-
tracted for that harvesting time,  got Con-
Comm blessing, and organized volunteers for 
a second week of harvesting.  The rest of the 
pond would get some milfoil relief. 
Early on we realized that the harvester was 

most efficient in long regular cuts – and could-
n’t efficiently harvest close to shore or in ir-
regular areas – so we organized additional 
‘shoreline harvesting’ to open public areas and 
trim up spots not reached by the mechanical 
harvester. 
How did we do it?  Between July 2nd-10th 
and 12th-18th,  a large mechanical harvester 
contracted from Aquatic Control Technology 
in Sutton, MA removed the bulk of the weed 
from central portions of the pond. In July and 
August Ted Fiust harvested shore line and 
hard to reach areas from a pontoon boat plat-
form cutting with a Jenson Lake Mower pro-
vided by Mike Lowery. 
What was removed?  DPA removed five 
dumpster loads, 150 cubic yards , 74,000 
pounds of Eurasian Milfoil – enough to fill 
four rooms of your house!  Also removed: 
approximately 150 pounds of phosphorus – 
equivalent to the nutrient added by runoff for a 
year, or from a single failing septic system. 
Where did the milfoil mass go?  It’s being 
brewed into compost at the Wayland Landfill..
